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Hudson Taylor was born in 1817 in Barnesley, England and his father was a chemist who made medicine for a living. His father often invited the Methodist Missionaries to his house. And they complained there were no missionaries in China. Hudson who was five at the time volunteered to go and kept his promise. While he was in China he felt the need to go into inner China because the mission that had brought him there only paid for him to stay along the coast and also because no missionaries had been there before. So Hudson started the China Inland Mission. It soon had enough money and enough missionaries to send some to China. Through God’s grace it became a success and soon covered all of China. Hudson Taylor died peacefully in 1890.
