Jim Elliot
Jim Elliot was a follower of God.  As a child Jimmy daydreamed a lot about boats.

Jim went to Wheaton College and studied the bible.  Jim felt he was called to be a missionary to spread the gospel to the Auca Indians who were described as savage stoneage killers.

Jim with four other missionaries flew in an airplane over an Auca camp and started dropping things like (tee shirts, machetes, a picture of the missionaries and cloth).  They saw some of the Aucas’ wearing the cloth and stuff they dropped.

They then mad a camp across a river from an Aucas camp and started calling out words to the Aucas in their language.

When the missionaries made contact with the Aucas they took pictures and gave one of them a ride in the airplane.

On another trip down to the Auca camp the 5 men did not call in when they were supposed to.  A search party was sent to find the men.  They found them killed.

Newspapers around the world would publish a story about the missionaries.  This would inspire hundreds of young people around the world to volunteer to be missionaries in their place.  Rachel Sairnt – Nates Sister and Elizabeth Elliot – Jims wife, lived among the Aucas who had murdered the men.  These women learned the Aucas language and translated the bible for them.
