September 11, 2001.  On what seemed like a normal Tuesday morning, Lisa Jefferson left for work – unaware of the challenge God had prepared for her.  Just a couple of hours later, she took the most important call of her life.
Lisa was the Verizon supervisor who spoke with Todd Beamer during the final minutes of United Airlines Flight 93.  She prayed with Todd, then listened as he and the other heroes on that flight stood up to the terrorists controlling their airplane.
This ordinary woman was changed by the extraordinary events of that day.  She writes, “We can live out our days trying to make sense of the senseless, or we can trust God.”  Just as Job inspired us, Lisa’s story inspires our faith that God can use even the most tragic experiences – and that He has a purpose for our lives.  
Lisa Jefferson spent an incredible fifteen-minute audio journey with Todd Beamer, one of the heroes of United Airlines flight 93.  For those fifteen minutes, that telephone on the back of the airplane seat was literally a lifeline for him, as he used the last moments of his life to put himself before others, to fight for the preservation of America’s liberty.
Todd Beamer was killed when Flight 93 plunged into the ground in an abandoned strip mine in out-of-the-way Shanksville, Pennsylvania.  All seven crew members and thirty-three passengers perished.  Lisa was there, at least in sprit.  She could hear the cries and screams for help in the background, as Todd Beamer painted in vivid detail the occurrences aboard the plane on that awful day.  Lisa has accepted the fact that she will never be the same.
Currently Lisa Jefferson is an inspirational speaker who lives in the Chicago area with her husband, son and daughter.  She has received numerous awards and is currently involved in fundraising efforts for the Flight 93 National Memorial Project.  Called is her first book.
