Reporter:  “Today we have a special man, who is not just a prophet, but a prophet of God! Elisha the son of Shaphat is here with us to tell us of all his adventures and miracles.”

-Elisha enters-

Elisha: “Well, they weren’t my miracles. I won’t ever be able to perform a miracle on my own. I’ve had unseen help. Miracles are really God’s work.”

Reporter: “Wow, sticking with the Man above huh? How’s that for an honest man? So how did all these “miracles” take place?”
Elisha: “Well, I was first put into business when king Jehoshaphat demanded a prophesy before going against the Moabites. At first when he came to me, I was confused and didn’t see why he’d come to me. How and I supposed to know what God wants them to do?”

Reporter: “I would’ve ran away from the crazy king.”

Elisha: “Yeah, that thought entered my mind… until I had a better idea. I told him to bring me a minstrel and when the minstrel played for me, the Lord laid his hand on me and I understood what was to be done. I said to them, "This is what the Lord says: Make this valley full of ditches. For this is what the Lord says: You will see neither wind nor rain, yet this valley will be filled with water, and you, your cattle and your other animals will drink. This is an easy thing in the eyes of the Lord; he will also hand Moab over to you. You will overthrow every fortified city and every major town. You will cut down every good tree, stop up all the springs, and ruin every good field with stones." 

Reporter: “Fill the valley full of ditches? …Why? I don’t get it.”
Elisha: “The trenches were full the next morning, by God. The water served as a trick as well as water for Israel’s cattle. The water appeared red as blood to the Moabites. The Moabites figured that Israel had fought and slain itself, so they ran to get all the plunder of the cities. However… they were greeted at Israel’s camp by Israel!
Reporter: “WOW! Quite a story. So then the Moabites ran back to their home?”

Elisha: “Well, they tried to… Israel slaughtered them on the way. So they didn’t exactly make it all the way home.”

Reporter: “How’s that for God showing His power and love for His people? Has all the work He’s done through you brought you close to Himself?”

Elisha: “Absolutely. Nothing is a more powerful testimony than being God’s right hand man. It’s a lot of fun, but a lot of work. My God is worth it though.”

Reporter: “Good for you. I understand that you were taught by the prophet Elijah. What was that like?”
Elisha: “Elijah was a great Man of God. He really showed me what it meant to be a prophet and how to trust in a time of need. It was like God was right next to me while Elijah was teaching me – although He still is with me. I got the ultimate learning experience with him.”

Reporter: “What exactly happened to Elijah?”

Elisha: “Elijah took his cloak, rolled it up and struck the water with it. The waters of the Jordan divided to the right and to the left, and the two of us crossed over on dry ground. When we had crossed, Elijah said to me, "Tell me, what can I do for you before I am taken from you?"  "Let me inherit a double portion of your spirit," I replied. "You have asked a difficult thing," Elijah told me, "yet if you see me when I am taken from you, it will be yours-otherwise not."  As we were walking along and talking together, suddenly a chariot of fire and horses of fire appeared and separated the two of us, and Elijah went up to heaven in a whirlwind. I saw this and cried out, "My father! My father! The chariots and horsemen of Israel!" And I saw him no more.”
Reporter: “I would have fainted at such a sight! What a great way to die, just be licked up my fire! Was this always the plan for Elijah?”

Elisha: “He knew it was. God had laid it on his heart.”

Reporter: “Well, that’s all the time we have for now. When we come back, are the Canaanites really gone for good? Thank you Elisha for coming in today. We certainly have had an adventure of our own. Stay tuned folks, we’ll be right back.”
