Elisha- I do not know what was in God’s mind, and I did not question it, yet I know that God wanted me there personally so that people can see me doing God’s work instead of  him working through my staff, helping them to know that the Lord is God. 
Reporter Kendra- What did you think when the miracle child died?

Elisha- I believe it was to strengthen the faith that the family had in God because God saw that it was starting to weaken. The family seemed to need the ultimate proof of God’s power.
