Interview with a “potter”…

Q:  How  gentle or rough do you need to be when working with the clay?
A:  Really gentle.  Any slight move can put an indention in the pot or cause the pot to really fall apart.

Q:  Have you ever gotten frustrated working with the clay?  

A:  Yes, especially when it’s wings fall off (when making a unicorn) or when the pot keeps changing shapes that aren’t intended.

Q:  How do you know when to start over with clay that you’ve worked really hard on but did not come out the way you intended?

A:  When the pot or unicorn just won’t take the shape that is wanted – just smash the clay and start over. 

Q:  Can you reuse the clay?

A:  Yes, the clay can be reused – maybe add some water to it if it is dried out at all.

We will ask these same questions to a “real potter” next week to confirm these answers.
