We talked with our minister about our worship center and the design of it. The alter in the central focus of the front of the church, the cross is in the middle if the alter to be constant reminder that we are in Gods house and that our focus is on God. The baptismal bowl is on the alter as a reminder that we are renewed in Christ and cleansed from sin and we ask Christ and the Holy Spirit to be with us. The plate for bread is there and the cup for the blood that was shed. Flags are present, the Christian flag  and the American Flag, there placement is significant, unless they are in front of the sanctuary. The narthex is a welcoming spot. The rail signifies the curtain that priests used to stand behind, Martin Luther thought that the rail kept the ministry with the people, an open visual space, a place to kneel before God.

We feel that it would be nicer to have the choir moved and the alter area be more open with the choir in the front versus to the side of the sanctuary. The colors of the minister stool and on the alter signifies the different significant days in the church, Christ the King=  white, Green = most Sundays, Purple=advent, and red.
