Voiceover: Welcome to our play, A Day in the Life of a Perfect Christian. We chose to illustrate this by showing how five of the Ten Commandments can be used in your everyday life. The Commandments we will be using are numbers I, II, IV, VI, and VIII. 
SCENE 1
Rachel is driving down the road towards a church. She comes around a bend and sees a turkey in the middle of the road. She swerves and applies her brakes. 

Rachel: Oh! Oh! Ahhhh! Darn! Shaving cream! 

Camera either cuts out briefly or words float onto the screen.
Voiceover: Commandment no. 3: Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord in vain.
Return to road. She narrowly misses the turkey. 

Voiceover: Commandment no.5: Thou shalt not murder.
SCENE 2

Rachel enters a church. 

Voiceover: Commandment no. 4: honor the Sabbath day and keep it holy.
The usher is passing the offering plate. Everyone takes money out of the plate instead of putting it in. Rachel looks more and more surprised. She puts money into the plate.  

Voiceover: Commandment no.: Thou shalt not steal.

The pastor steps up to the front.

Pastor: Good morning. Now it is time to worship our penguin, the Holy Penguin of Gilead. Please close your eyes, bow your heads, and turn to the penguin. 

He places the penguin on the altar. Rachel looks surprised, then shocked, then disgusted. She closes her eyes, bows her head, and turns to the cross on the opposite wall. 
Voiceover: Commandments no.’s 1 and 2: Thou shalt have no other gods before me. Thou shalt not bow down to idols.
