  Our mom recently served on a jury and explained to us the legal system that we live under. That the persecuted are innocent until proven guilty, they are guilty without a shadow of a doubt.
  The jury that she served on was about child molestation, and she didn’t want us to listen on this particular case although she explained it to us.
 The jury was a “hung jury” meaning that all the jurors were not in agreement that the man being prosecuted was guilty. Eleven of the twelve of them agreed that the man was innocent because one of the charges had the word “intent to have sexual arousal”. The prosecutor did not prove to the jurors all three things that are required to find a guilty verdict for a child molester. The judge instructed the jury that all the requirements had to be met in order to convict the man. Two of the three things were not enough for a conviction.
  The key players in our modern day legal system is the judge, who listens, corrects the attorneys and will use the legal guidelines to set bail amounts and sentencing if the person if found guilty.
The prosecutor MUST prove that the person is guilty without any doubts and they must prove all the areas of the charge. There are specified legal criteria that has to be proven, to prove the person guilty as charged and the burden of proving this is on the prosecutor.
The defense attorney will do anything and everything to prove that client is NOT guilty, or may be partially guilty but does not meet all the criteria for a “guilty verdict”.
 The jury consists of local people that are in no way friends with the client, the detectives, the police or the lawyers.
The plaintiff is the person on trial.
The witnesses are people that are testifying on known accounts of the situation in this case it was the girl accusing, her mother and grandmother and her brother. These people are asked questions by both sides, prosecution and well as defense, to prove their cases.
