NR- News Reporter
EJ- Elijah
ES- Elisha

NR- "And now we are here with Elijah and Elisha, two prophets of God. So what is it like working as a servant to The Lord?"

ES- "It is painful but VERY rewarding in ma-."

NR- " Whoa, Whoa, Whoa! How is working for God painful? He gives you whatever you want!

EJ- " God won't give you whatever you want but he will give you what you need, like when the drought came The Lord lead me to a brook and kept it full for me so I could drink from it.  Not only that, God also commanded the ravens to deliver food to me everyday! Only because I needed it not because I wanted it. What I really wanted is one of those X-box thing-a-ma-jiggers that you guys play with today, but I didn't need it so I didn't get it.

NR- Ok well in the Bible in 1 Kings 17:7-24 it says that the widow's son died after she and he took good care of you, well didn't she NEED her son?

EJ- Yes she did need her son so God gave breath back to his body and let him live.

NR- Elisha what is it like being Elijah’s close attendant?

ES- It is amazing and fulfilling to work as the servant of God with Elijah.  He taught me so much and God has blessed me so that I can serve Him.
NR- Elisha, didn’t you perform miracle’s similar to Elijah?

ES- Isn’t God great!  Yes, I too was able to bring a friend’s son back to life.  This woman was so poor that she was about to sell her son into slavery so that he would not starve to death.  Can you imagine the sacrifice she was willing to make?  I helped her by asking God to keep her oil jug full enough that she could sell the extra oil for money.  Thanks be to God, they were able to live on that income!  Sometime later this woman’s son died.  I went to him, prayed over him, and covered him with my own body.  God blessed us by bringing the boy back to his mother.

NR- That is amazing!  Elisha, you are known to have a bit of a temper.  Can you explain to us about the kids and the bear?

ES- Well, I must ask God’s forgiveness for that one.  I had been traveling for some time and was on my way to Bethel.  These hoodlums blocked my way, calling me names.  I should have known God was watching over me, but I was scared.  So I cursed them in the name of God.  I had no idea God was listening so closely!  I didn’t know he’d send a rabid bear from the nearby woods who would attack and kill those boys!  I bear the grief of those 42 souls.  But take that as a lesson to you.  God hears you!  Do not wish evil on anyone, even your worst enemy!
NR- Elijah, that brings to mind the scene when all the prophets of Baal were murdered on your order.  What do you have to say for yourself?

EJ- I am a servant of God!  The first commandment handed down to Moses on Mt. Sinai was to worship only the Lord God!  These crazies were worshipping a completely false god who didn’t even exist.  I tried and tried to get them to see the error of their ways.  But they loved the power they had as priests more than truth.  God showed them!  God showed them!  Blessed be God!

NR- Elisha, were you dismayed when Elijah just disappeared into the clouds?

ES- Well, I must admit I expected something to be happening.  Elijah tried to sneak off.  But I needed him to guide me.  I stuck to him like glue!  All of a sudden . . . and there were other witnesses, mind you, you can ask them!  All of a sudden Elijah takes off his cloak, hits the water of the River Jordan, and the waters part!  There is a path from God…we had to take it!  As we walked across, strangely Elijah got ahead of me.  I promise, I was right beside him, then…there he is, 50 feet ahead!  I see a chariot of fire!  I see horses of fire!  Elijah jumps in and…VANISHES!  Can you believe it?  God has been guiding me ever since, helping me walk in Elijah’s footprints.

NR- Elijah, what are your last words to our listeners?

EJ- Believe!  God is the one true God!  Do what he asks and don’t ask questions.  Do not let anyone lure you away from God, like Jezebel lured Ahab!  No one in your life is more important than God.  He may not yell, he may not appear in the heavens, but listen for the small, still voice.  God is there.
NR- Elisha?  Do you have final words for the audience?

ES- I must repeat what Elijah says- God is the one true God, so believe in Him.  It is not you that matters, but God.  Believe in God.
